Parasha tidbits from the Rabbi    

י לוֹם ״ונְָתַתִּ אָרֶץ שָׁ ם בָּ כַבְתֶּ מַחֲרִיד...״ ואְֵין וּשְׁ   (Vayikra 26:6)  “And I will give peace in the land, and you shall lie down, and none shall make you 
afraid... ”  Our Sages teach that Dovid Hamelech never experienced a pleasant dream throughout his life, for he was constantly involved in 
wars and battles, which deprived him of any sense of tranquility - even during sleep. This is the essence of Hashem’s blessing: י לוֹם ״ונְתַָתִּ שָׁ  
אָרֶץ״ י .when there is true peace in the Land, a person is able to rest peacefully, free of fear and disturbing thoughts - בָּ רִיתִי אֶת ״וזְָכַרְתִּ יעֲַקוֹב בְּ  

רִיתִי אֶת ואְַף רִיתִי אֶת ואְַף יצְִחָק בְּ כֹּר...״ אַבְרָהָם בְּ אֶזְ   (Ibid. 26:42) “Then I will remember My covenant with Yaakov, and also My covenant with 
Yitzchak, and also My covenant with Avraham will I remember...”  The Admor of Bobov explains: The question is raised: Why are our 
forefathers mentioned here in reverse chronological order, contrary to the usual manner in which they are listed? Parshat הַתּוֹכֵחָה speaks 
about the future of the Jewish people. The Torah hints to us the order of serving Hashem throughout the generations until the coming of The 
Moshiach.  First came Yaakov Avinu - the pillar of Torah. Second came Yitzchak Avinu - the pillar of Avodah, prayer and service of Hashem. 
Finally came Avraham Avinu - the pillar of Chesed and Gemilut Chasadim. The Baal Shem Tov revealed that before the coming of The 
Moshiach, the primary emphasis of serving Hashem would especially be through acts of kindness and helping one another. Thus, the order 
of the Avot in this pasuk reflects the spiritual path of the Jewish people throughout the generations. May our efforts in Torah, prayer, and 
acts of kindness bring the arrival of ַיח צִדְקֵנוּ מְשִׁ  speedily in our days. Amen.
